All garsgas shall be for the privars use of the members of the femily occupying
tha main residential dwelling and shall contain fully enclosed parking spacs for
not less than two (2) nor more than three (3] cars. For purposes of thase
guidefinss, sallowabla parking space shall be limited to a maximum of ten (710)
feat by twenty (20) fest psr car. ’

No building or other improvements shall be located on any lot nsarer to the
strest sidsfine than the minimum building setback linse shown on the recordsd
plat and Declaration.

No building shall be located nesrer than five (5} feet to an interior property line.

No building (sxcept chimneys) shall excesd the halght of twanty four (24) fest
(ehimneys excepted), plus the height of an inclined roof, the angle of incling of
such roof shall not exceed forty-five (45) degrees. Oversall height requirernents
may only be excapted by prior written approval of the ACC,

The sxtenor matsrials of the main resident/sl structure and any attached garaga
or servants quarters shall not be lexs than fifity ons (57) percant masonry.

Compaosite building sites must be approved by ths ACC.

No building or other improvernent may ba srected upon an sssement.

Roofing material - The roaof of any buildings, including any separats garage shall
be constructed of or covered with compositon shingles or clay or concrats
tles, or other materials comparable in quality, weight and color. The decision
to such compsrison rests with the ACC.

Outiwidrrgs

An "outbuilding ™ shall bs dsfined as any structure which /s not attached to ths
main residentsl dwelling, including. specificslly, fres stending storege sheds,

lsan-to shsds, potting sheds, gazebos and playhouses/forts. Garages, wheather
attached or detached, or additional iving querters for bone fide, full-time
sarvants or other members of the same family occupying the main rssidsntial
dweslling shall not bs considered outhuidings.

All outbuildings shall mest the following applicsble criteria:

&, The colors should match/blend with the predominant axterior colors of the
main residencs,

b. Materials should match those of the main residencs in both size and color,
however, tha ACC will consider small prefabricated mats/ storsge buildings
providing the color blands with the main residencs.

c. Storsge sheds should have & psaked roof, no higher than eight (8) fest from
the ground to the highest point, and 2 maximum of ten x twefve (10 x 12} feet
floor spaca. Structure must be kept a minimum of five (5] fest off any
proparty line and distance from side fence will be determined based on visibility
from the sgeet in front of the /ot. Location must also be far enough away from
fence to allow for drainsge to occur entirsly on the owner’s /ot.

d. Storsges building placed on a concrats slab on top of a utility easement will
require latter of Consent to Encroach as it will not be considsred portable. If a
storage building is not on the utiity sasemant, but on 8 s/ab, and can be
moved, the ACC will considsr it as portabla,

6. Lean-to sheds shall be thres-sided structures atiached to the rear or side of
2 garage with a single-sided s/anted roof no higher than eight (8) fest from ths
ground to the highest point. A lean-to shed shall involve no structural changs
to the existing garage and may not comprise more than one hundred-twenty
(120) squarse feat. Lean-to sheds may not be accessed from within the garsga,
but must open exclusively to the outsids.

f. If under six (6) fest, may ba placsd in side yard provided five (5) fest
minimum s observed.

g. Playhousse/fort must not have a roof bigher than eight (8) fest. I fort has s
platforim, then platform can be no higher than four (4] fest off ground. MNerther
Is to be within frve (5] fest of any propsrty line.

h. Gazebo - fresstanding - Must be at /sast six (6) feet sway from housae.
Cass-by-case with 8 maximum height at pesk of elevan (17) feet and must bs
five (5) fest away from any property lins.

i, No outhuilding shall be built or placed within frve (5) feat of the side or rear
of ths main residential dwelling.

If attached to house, must be integrated into axisting roof line (fush with
saveas), and i It Is to be shingled, shingles must match roof. Entire patio cover
and posts should ba trimmed out to metech house. Supports must be painted
wooden or matal columns. No pipe is allowed.

At no time, howeaver, shall a8 shingled roof be sllowsd with an unpainted frame.
Frame will havs to ba psinted to mstch tim of hause whether trested or
untreated wood is used.

Patio construction rnaterials ars as follows:
a. Painted aluminum (to match tim of houss)
b. Paintsd wood (to match tim of houss)

c. Traated wood or naturally rot and insect resistant woods (such as cedar snd
redwoad} may be used.

d. Fibsrglass is not permiltted.

General Note: All patio cover matsrial, i.6., corrugated aluminum, metal, wood,
lattice, must be completely framed in so that no raw edges of matsrial sre
visible.

6. Hf canvas is used as roafing materal on & patio cover, the structurs must be
located whera it /s not visible from the strest. Also, the canvas must be kapt
in quality condition or its retnoval will bs requested by ths ACC. Canvas patio
cavers and their colors arae subject to ACC approval. -

Patio covers may not encroach into any utlity easement unfess the utility
companies involved have granted their writtenn consent to such encroachment.

Patio covars must be situsted on the /ot to provide dreinege solely into the
ownsr’s Jot. if a proposed patio cover location is less than five (5) fest away

from & side /ot lins, the ACC will require that it be gurtsred with downspouts i
it is to te a solid covesr.

Satellite antenna dish installations shall be submitted to the ACC for
approval. Only antenna dishes used for the reception of telewsicnsatabite
transmissions shall be permittted. A maximum of one (1) antenna dish per
lot shall be permitted.

The antenna dish shall be located behind the rear wall of the main structure
or garage and be out of view from the street.

The anterna dish shall be a maximum diameter of 7'-6". The dish outside
erimeter shall bs a minimum of 8' from any fence line and be a maximum
height of 8' ebove ground level,

Thz entenna shall be of expended or perforated metal and shall bs painted
black or other color approvsd by the ACC.

The antznna signal cable shall t2 inswualled underground,
